7.2 Obiectivele specifice The process of development/enlargement, the European 

Union can be described as a ‘negotiated order’, a ‘permanent 
negotiation institute’ and a ‘negotiation marathon. The EU 
policy process is dependent on negotiations as a mode of 
reaching agreements on, and implementing, common 
policies. The main objective of the discipline is to deepen 
the knowledge of students in the negotiation process which 
is the main instrument of the enlargement process.  Also, the 
course propose to focus on future or ongoing enlargement 
processes, actors, instruments, and legal background. This 
course examines the EU’s policies and influence in the 
countries in its immediate vicinity – the Western Balkans 
and Turkey subject to the EU’s enlargement policy and 
Eastern Europe and the Middle East and North Africa 
belonging to the European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP). 
The EU’s policies vis-à-vis its neighbouring regions are a 
test case for the EU’s external power and global reach. Why 
does the EU pursue specific policies vis-à-vis its 
neighbouring regions? What are the mechanisms through 
which the EU can channel its influence on countries along its 
borders? What are the conditions under which the EU can 
have impact on policies, institutions and actors beyond its 
borders? The course introduces students to the scholarly 
debate on Europeanisation and EU external governance and 
applies that conceptual knowledge to case studies from the 
EU’s neighbouring regions.
